Tickets

General admission tickets are priced at $9; youth under 10 and seniors over 61 are priced at $6;
children 3-and-under are free.

Ticket booths are located on the main entrance and the north side of the stadium. Each paid admission
will receive a wristband to allow access to the stadium. Please note there are no refunds on tickets.

Parking

Parking is free and volunteer staff will be present during the event to assist motorist. Please follow
signage and instructions from staff members as they guide you to the appropriate parking.

Handicapped parking areas will be designated on asphalt close to the stadium and can be located with
